Note on the contents of medical affidavits accompanying an application for wardship

Affidavits to be sworn by medical practitioners for the purpose of providing evidence as to the mental capacity or incapacity of a respondent to wardship proceedings should contain the following information:

1. The date on which and place at which the examination of the respondent took place;

2.  A description of the response of the respondent to the examination, including, where relevant, references to symptoms, demeanour, answers to mental tests, etc.;

3.  A diagnosis of the respondent’s mental condition, where applicable;

4.  Any other observations relevant to the issue of  the respondent’s mental capacity or incapacity;

5.  The opinion of the medical practitioner as to whether or not the respondent is of unsound mind and incapable of managing his/her affairs.
