Guidelines for issuing judicial review pursuant to order 84 rule 20 Rules of the Superior Courts.
This check-list covers procedural points only - exceptional cases will require further consideration.
It sets out the minimum requirements contained in the Rules of the Superior Courts (S.I. No. 15 of 1986).
Details of court fees are set out in the Supreme Court and High Court Fees Order.
If you are served with a document which is not in accordance with the Rules the onus is on you to take appropriate action.

General notes
1. Judicial review applications pursuant to order 84 rule 20 of the Rules of the Superior Courts are filed in the Central Office of the High Court, Four Courts, Dublin 7 and the order for leave to apply is obtained by an ex-parte application made by the applicant in person or their legal advisers to the High Court pursuant to order 84.  It is commenced by filing in the Central Office of the High Court a

· Statement of grounds and

· Grounding affidavit

2. You can file the application by posting your forms, stamped with the required court fee, to the Central Office of the High Court at the above address, or, by attending in person at the office.  The judicial review application must be in the form set out in Appendix T, Form 13 Rules of the Superior Courts.  

3. The court fee, prescribed in the Supreme Court and High Court Fees Order must be paid on every filing requiring same. The original statement and affidavit will be retained by the Central Office of the High Court and copy statement(s) and affidavit(s) if supplied will be file-stamped and returned to you.
Cheques and cash will not under any circumstances be accepted by the Central Office of the High Court.

4. If an infant is the named applicant, attach the appropriate minor consent .

5. You are then ready to make your ex-parte application to the High Court 

6. The application is usually set out on A4 pages
